Sunday’s Sermon: This Sunday in worship we will continue our Lenten journey through the last week of Jesus’
life. Our focus this is week on his betrayal by Judas and how a gesture usually used to display affection
becomes a sign of betrayal. The ultimate question is how those closest to Jesus can also end up turning on him.
Our text for Sunday is Matthew 26:47-56. | encourage you to read, and pray over, this passage in preparation
for worship this Sunday morning.

Looking ahead to Easter: As we get closer and closer to Easter | encourage you to mark your calendar for some
upcoming special services.
Maundy Thursday Service will be held here at First Presbyterian Church on Thursday, March 29" at 7:00
p.m. This is a special service of worship that walks us through the events of Holy Week from the joys of
Palm Sunday to the agony of the cross!

Good Friday Service will be held at Westminster Presbyterian Church on Friday, March 30™ at 7:00 p.m.
At this service we will reflect on the crucifixion and death of Jesus as we read scripture and sing hymns.

Easter Sunrise Service will be held here at First Presbyterian at 7:00 a.m. This early morning service will
celebrate the discovery of the women on that first Easter morning...the tomb is empty, and Jesus is alive!
Weather permitting, we will hold this service outside on the church grounds. Following the service, the
Presbyterian Men’s group will provide breakfast in the Fellowship Hall.

Easter Worship Celebration, at 11:00, will be held in the sanctuary as we join together to continue our
celebration of the resurrection of Easter...the promise of new life and the forgiveness of sins.
